Physics is one of the oldest academic disciplines. In this course we will study motion, energy, 

and the rules that govern our universe. My goal with this class is to give students a strong 

conceptual understanding of the rules of spacetime and prepare STEM-minded students for 

college level Physics.  

 

We will cover Newton’s Laws & Applications, the Physics of Motion, Work & Energy, 

Momentum, Gravity, Waves, Optics, Electricity, and Magnetism.

My 

goal is to cultivate accountability in students that will serve them the rest of their lives. It is a 

skill that must be acquired for success and they need to cultivate it now when the consequences 

are not as great as they will be in the future. 

 

3. I highly recommend that your student be working through a grammar and spelling program

World History Portion: Students will survey world history from Creation to the 21st Century 

while also learning how the message of the Bible guides our understanding of history.

In Word, students will not only learn how to create documents with proper margins, 

headers, footers, footnotes, bibliographies, and tables, but they will also become computer 

literate as they learn the various tools and commands of Word.

making brochures, business cards, sales ads, flyers, digital art, and more. Proper internet 

research and digital citizenship will also be covered as they build their projects.
